COLLECT: 
God our redeemer, you have delivered us from the power of darkness and brought us into the kingdom of your Son: grant, that as by his death he has recalled us to life, so by his continual presence in us he may raise us to eternal joy; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.
FIRST READING: 3  Acts 16.9-15  (Maxine Gow)
9During the night Paul had a vision: there stood a man of Macedonia pleading with him and saying, ‘Come over to Macedonia and help us.’ 10When he had seen the vision, we immediately tried to cross over to Macedonia, being convinced that God had called us to proclaim the good news to them. 
11We set sail from Troas and took a straight course to Samothrace, the following day to Neapolis, 12and from there to Philippi, which is a leading city of the district* of Macedonia and a Roman colony.  We remained in this city for some days.  13On the sabbath day we went outside the gate by the river, where we supposed there was a place of prayer; and we sat down and spoke to the women who had gathered there.  14A certain woman named Lydia, a worshipper of God, was listening to us; she was from the city of Thyatira and a dealer in purple cloth. A few words from Rev Les - 

New Steps......
As soon as a new rector was appointed, I know Moira Jamieson, our curate, began considering the course of her future ministry.   Since I arrived she has found herself more and more supporting other churches in the area which have vacancies, while maintaining her role as non-stipendiary curate at St. Cyprian’s.  However, following discussion with the Bishop, Moira now feels the main emphasis of her ministry should be in that wider role in the diocese, supporting other churches and with the possibility of a more long term ministry in a church which may not have a stipendiary minister in the future.

I know Moira will continue to find support from St. Cyprian’s church, and friends here.  I will certainly miss her regular ministry here – I have very much valued her as a colleague in Lenzie and Kirkintilloch.  However, as she takes up her new role, it means we should no longer see her as part of the ministry team at St. Cyprian’s.

We will be marking the change in role on Sunday 2nd June at our morning service, and also by having a shared lunch after the service where we can give thanks for the great ministry she has had in St. Cyprian’s. 

 I am sure we wish her well for the future, and will pray for her as she takes up her new role.
