FIRST READING: 1 Kings 19:1-15a    (Kathryn Potts)
Ahab told Jezebel all that Elijah had done, and how he had killed all the prophets with the sword. 2Then Jezebel sent a messenger to Elijah, saying, “So may the gods do to me, and more also, if I do not make your life like the life of one of them by this time tomorrow.” 3Then he was afraid; he got up and fled for his life, and came to Beer-sheba, which belongs to Judah; he left his servant there. 4But he himself went a day’s journey into the wilderness, and came and sat down under a solitary broom tree. He asked that he might die: “It is enough; now, O Lord, take away my life, for I am no better than my ancestors.” 5Then he lay down under the broom tree and fell asleep. Suddenly an angel touched him and said to him, “Get up and eat.” 6He looked, and there at his head was a cake baked on hot stones, and a jar of water. He ate and drank, and lay down again. 7The angel of the Lord came a second time, touched him, and said, “Get up and eat, otherwise the journey will be too much for you.” 8He got up, and ate and drank; then he went in the strength of that food forty days and forty nights to Horeb the mount of God.

Then there came a voice to him that said, “What are you doing here, Elijah?” 14He answered, “I have been very zealous for the Lord, the God of hosts; for the Israelites have forsaken your covenant, thrown down your altars, and killed your prophets with the sword. I alone am left, and they are seeking my life, to take it away.” 15Then the Lord said to him, “Go, return on your way to the wilderness of Damascus; when you arrive, you shall anoint Hazael as king over Aram.

26Then they arrived at the country of the Gerasenes, which is opposite Galilee. 27As he stepped out on land, a man of the city who had demons met him. For a long time he had worn no clothes, and he did not live in a house but in the tombs. 28When he saw Jesus, he fell down before him and shouted at the top of his voice, “What have you to do with me, Jesus, Son of the Most High God? Today we sing one of my favourite hymns: “Just as I am, without one plea,” written by Charlotte Elliott.


Charlotte Elliot was born in 1789, and grew up as part of the Clapham Sect, a group of Anglican social reformers involved, amongst other things, in campaigning for the abolition of the slave trade. She was an invalid from an early age, and when 32 years old moved to live with her brother who was Vicar of St. Mary’s Church in Brighton. For long periods she was housebound with her illness.


In 1836, Charlotte’s brother organised a bazaar to raise money for the education of daughters of clergy. Charlotte found herself too ill to help or attend, and was going through a period of great depression. She spent the Friday night awake horrified at how useless she was.


On the Saturday afternoon she decided she had to set down the Christian faith as she saw it, so the facts could overcome her feelings of uselessness. In a matter of minutes she wrote the hymn “Just as I Am...” The hymn was first published soon after, and music first added in 1849.


In total Charlotte Elliot wrote over 150 hymns, and despite a lifetime of ill health, died in 1871 aged 82.
