THE SHARING OF THE PEACE

Service of The Eucharist using the 1982 ‘BLUE BOOK’ 

COLLECT: 

Lord of all power and might, the author and giver of all good things: graft in our hearts the love of your name, increase in us true religion, nourish us with all goodness, and of your great mercy keep us in the same; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

FIRST READING:  Amos 7:7-17
This is what he showed me: the Lord was standing beside a wall built with a plumb-line, with a plumb-line in his hand. And the Lord said to me, ‘Amos, what do you see?’ And I said, ‘A plumb-line.’ Then the Lord said,

‘See, I am setting a plumb-line in the midst of my people Israel; I will never again pass them by; the high places of Isaac shall be made desolate, and the sanctuaries of Israel shall be laid waste, and I will rise against the house of Jeroboam with the sword.’ 

Then Amaziah, the priest of Bethel, sent to King Jeroboam of Israel, saying, ‘Amos has conspired against you in the very centre of the house of Israel; the land is not able to bear all his words. For thus Amos has said, “Jeroboam shall die by the sword, and Israel must go into exile away from his land.” ’ 
And Amaziah said to Amos, ‘O seer, go, flee away to the land of Judah, earn your bread there, and prophesy there; but never again prophesy at Bethel, for it is the king’s sanctuary, and it is a temple of the kingdom.’ 

Then Amos answered Amaziah, ‘I am no prophet, nor a prophet’s son; but I am a herdsman, and a dresser of sycomore trees, and the Lord took me from following the flock, and the Lord said to me, “Go, prophesy to my people Israel.” 

‘Now therefore hear the word of the Lord.  You say, “Do not prophesy against Israel, and do not preach against the house of Isaac.” Therefore, thus says the Lord: “Your wife shall become a prostitute in the city, and your sons and your daughters shall fall by the sword, and your land shall be parcelled out by line; you yourself shall die in an unclean land, and Israel shall surely go into exile away from its land.” ’

Just then a lawyer stood up to test Jesus.  ‘Teacher,’ he said, ‘what must I do to inherit eternal life ?’  He said to him, ‘What is written in the law ?  What do you read there ?’  He answered, ‘You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your strength, and with all your mind; and your neighbour as yourself.’ And he said to him, ‘You have given the right answer; do this, and you will live.’ 

But wanting to justify himself, he asked Jesus, ‘And who is my neighbour ?’  Jesus replied, ‘A man was going down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell into the hands of robbers, who stripped him, beat him, and went away, leaving him half dead. The next day he took out two denarii, gave them to the innkeeper, and said, “Take care of him; and when I come back, I will repay you whatever more you spend.”  Which of these three, do you think, was a neighbour to the man who fell into the hands of the robbers ?’  He said, ‘The one who showed him mercy.’  Jesus said to him, ‘Go and do likewise.’

FROM LES:

One of my favourite authors is a guy called Max Lucado. He has recently written a book called “Come Thirsty.” He was talking about the book – but what he had to say might equally apply to us today at St. Cyprian’s. This is what he said:

I'm a pastor of a church, and I was noticing as our church was growing, people were busy doing a lot of things, but they looked as tired as people who didn't go to church. They just looked tired; they seemed so busy--you know, we have so many activities, good activities, things they wanted to participate in. And I realized at least in our church, a key segment of teaching had been neglected: the importance of receiving.

And the imagery of Jesus is that he can do for the soul what water can do for the body; he can go where it's cracked and flaky and dusty and he can bring nourishment; I was making the mistake of being a great doer, not a great receiver; very busy but not quenched. And the truth of the matter is, I've learned that you can't give what you've never received. There's no aquifer of love, there's no distillery of faith within me, so I have to receive it.
Church Business

It has been suggested (strongly!) by both our insurers and the Dean of the diocese that we should have a log book, where we record things that happen in the life of the church.  I don't mean services and that sort of thing, but practical things.  We need to record when we check on the fire extinguishers, or the electrical appliances.  We need to record if something gets broken, or someone trips.   We need to record if we have a visitor, or someone to read the meters.  It's all the mundane practical things that happen in a church !  The log book will be kept in the office.  If you're not sure whether something should be added, please ask the Rector, who can also point you to where the log book is.  Thank you.

Kit for Kids and Kitchen......... (or some similar title...................)
Since I’ve been here I have tried several things to build our relationship with the local community, particularly those with no contact with churches,  some of which have been more successful than others! If we don’t continue to build that relationship, there will be no hope of gaining the opportunity to share our gospel and grow as a church. “Kit for Kids and Kitchen” is another project to continue to reach out which I hope will happen over the next couple of months. It is not something where I’m asking for a lot of help – maybe later on ask for the odd volunteer to help make cups of tea. However if there are people who want to help, please let me know, and all help will be welcomed. The project has two steps.

Firstly, we need to accumulate second-hand kids and kitchen stuff. Clothes, toys, pans, place, cutlery etc etc. Obviously anything that members can give would be gratefully received. However, we also have leaflets for our members to pass on to friends and family, to encourage them to donate – and if someone phones with stuff I am more than happy to collect from anyone. If members don’t help with this stage, then there won’t be the second stage!!!! Please pass on leaflets (available in church) to others and nag them to donate to us!

The second stage is to set up stalls in different venues around the area, initially for a one off event. We will do it in the church grounds for an afternoon. In other community centres. At the same time as other groups are meeting if invited. When we are about to have an event, then we will advertise and leaflet around the area where we are holding the sale. Exactly how we organise this will depend on what we may have received.

While we will charge a nominal sum for what people buy, it will also be a time where we can offer people an invitation to activities within our church, whether that is to consider having a family event in our hall, or a baptism in our church, or for children to come to messy church, or whatever is suitable.

It is not envisaged that this will be a huge fundraising activity. We will take some money, and we may have to pay rental for the use of a hall. All other profit, if there is any, will come to St. Cyprian’s Church. This is seen as an opportunity for the church to meet other people through the collection of stuff, and second to draw people to something where they will meet “the church” and for us to have the opportunity to invite people to touch the life of the church, and offer people the opportunity to experience the love we offer. It is an opportunity for us to offer something to the community in which we live.
