FIRST READING:  Isaiah 49.1-7  (Dave Parfitt)
49Listen to me, O coastlands, pay attention, you peoples from far away!  The Lord called me before I was born, while I was in my mother’s womb he named me. 2 He made my mouth like a sharp sword, in the shadow of his hand he hid me; he made me a polished arrow, in his quiver he hid me away. 3 And he said to me, ‘You are my servant, Israel, in whom I will be glorified.’ 4 But I said, ‘I have laboured in vain, I have spent my strength for nothing and vanity; yet surely my cause is with the Lord, and my reward with my God.’  
5And now the Lord says, who formed me in the womb to be his servant, to bring Jacob back to him, and that Israel might be gathered to him, for I am honoured in the sight of the Lord,  and my God has become my strength -6 he says,  ‘It is too light a thing that you should be my servant to raise up the tribes of Jacob and to restore the survivors of Israel; I will give you as a light to the nations, that my salvation may reach to the end of the earth.’ 7Thus says the Lord, the Redeemer of Israel and his Holy One, to one deeply despised, abhorred by the nations, the slave of rulers, ‘Kings shall see and stand up, princes, and they shall prostrate themselves, because of the Lord, who is faithful, the Holy One of Israel, who has chosen you.’

1Do not, O Lord, withhold your mercy from me; let your steadfast love and your faithfulness keep me safe for ever.  1For evils have encompassed me without number; my iniquities have overtaken me, until I cannot see; they are more than the hairs of my head, and my heart fails me. - R  
EPISTLE: 1 Corinthians 1.1-9   (Sandy Jamieson)
1Paul, called to be an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, and our brother Sosthenes,  2To the church of God that is in Corinth, to those who are sanctified in Christ Jesus, called to be saints, together with all those who in every place call on the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, both their Lord* and ours:3 Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.

It was about four o’clock in the afternoon.  40One of the two who heard John speak and followed him was Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother.  41He first found his brother Simon and said to him, ‘We have found the Messiah’ (which is translated Anointed*).  42He brought Simon* to Jesus, who looked at him and said, ‘You are Simon son of John.  You are to be called Cephas’ (which is translated Peter*).
